Timetable

Study Leave Applications: 3 June 

We have had many of our community enquire about the possibility of students spending time 
at home revising as opposed to at the college. Parents and carers who wish for their child to 
attend college for their examinations only can make requests to do so by emailing 
ecompton@bottishamvc.org. In order to be accepted for this, parents and carers must 
understand that study leave can only be granted if students are safeguarded, with an adult 
present in the home at all times. In some cases, we may recommend that it is more 
appropriate for the student to remain in the college. To be clear, in line with Local 
Authority Guidelines, this is from 3 June onwards.
