Your child will also require their own Global or European Health Insurance Card (GHIC /
EHIC). This entitles you to reduced cost, sometimes free, medical treatment when travelling
in Europe. You can apply for the GHIC card online, by phone 0300 330 1350, or by post (forms
are available at most post offices). These cards are free of charge, and you do not need to
pay anyone for the service of applying for a card. Passports and GHIC / EHIC cards will not
be collected in advance of the trip but must be presented to the trip leader on our day
of departure.

If your child does not have a UK passport it is very important that you check whether
you will need a visa to enter France but also to come back into the UK. The school
cannot be held responsible for the student’s visa requirements.
